There was my
answer.  I have been reflecting on that moment for the past
few days.  Yes, that was God talking to me!  How many
other times has He talked to me and I have not heard, or
thought that it was something else?  Many I’m sure.  I will not
fight Him, He is the all-powerful and He knows when
someone needs to hear from Him.

What I have taken from this experience is:

1. DON’T fight God.
2. Don’t be afraid to share your story with people.
3. Trust in God.  He knows what you need.
4. Give everything up to God.  He will take care of you.
